Dear Tizia, if you want to come and visit me in Gemona you must learn to separate your rubbish, because here the rubbish is collected door to door.

The people must put paper in blue containers, glass and metal in green ones, plastic in yellow containers.

We dump urban waste in green rubbish bins, batteries and medical waste in special containers that are in shops or at the chemist's.

Dear Sempronio,  if you want to come and visit me in Tolmezzo you must learn to separate your rubbish. Here garbage is divided and thrown into different color banks:

· paper and cardboard are thrown in away in blue ones;

· plastic is thrown away in green banks;

· in multifunction containers you should put batteries and drugs;

· if you have to throw away non-recyclable rubbish you must put it into generic garbage cans (attenzione! “garbage can” e “trash can” sono parole americane!)

What we certainly must not dispose of together:

· medicines with syringes

· glass and aluminium with neon lamps and bulbs, plates and large containers

e-mail 3:

Dear Caio, if you want to come and visit me in S. Daniele you must learn to separate your rubbish.

In San Daniele you can find five containers with different colors to divide your rubbish. In the black containers you must throw away non recyclable rubbish, i.e. the wet waste, napkins, handkerchiefs and packaging. In the blue containers you must throw away the paper, i.e. paper packaging, newspapers, Tetra Pak and paper bags. In the orange containers you must dump the plastic, i.e. plastic cans or bottles, rigid or flexible packaging and bags. Finally, in the green containers you must dump glass and tin cans.

These are the rules that you must learn.

e-mail 4:

Dear Tizia/o, in Monfalcone families have a special kit with brochures in which the rubbish system collection is described.

People must separate different rubbish ( dry, dump, recyclable, butteries, medicines, second - hand clothes, bulky things) in special bags, buckets and pails.

The Municipal operators collect the rubbish “door to door” once a  week in the street. These containers are located in the street in front of the houses. There are also the ecological islands where you can bring bulky waste. At the end people can go to the information point and receive information about how the door-to-door collection works (=funziona).

Dear Tizio, here rubbish is separated by materials and components (i.e. paper, glass and tin, plastic, undifferentiated, batteries and medicines, bulky waste and organic).

You can take your rubbish to different bins that you can find in the streets:

· PAPER, blue bin

· PLASTIC, yellow bin

· MEDICINES and BATTERIES, grey bin

· ORGANIC, brown bin

· GLASS, TIN & UNDIFFERENTIATED, green bin.

Pay attention when you divide your rubbish! Wash your food containers and divide packaging materials.
